Act of 1985 and Resolution 85 -4 under the Roberti - Z' - berg 
Space and Recreation Program . A second was made by Roby.

MINUTES---REGULAR MEETING---BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

October 16, 1985 

The Board of Directors of the Greenville Community Services District met 
~n regular,session ~n October 16, 1985 at 7:30 p.m. at its regular meet­
~ng place ~n Greenv~lle, pursuant to notice duly given as prescribed by 
law. 

The meeting was called to order by President, Don Dunham at 7:30 p.m. 
The roll was called with Directors Basinger, Johnstone, Roby and Scott 
present. Also present were Anthea Smith, Sharol Robinson, Betty Henley, 
Jim Hamblin, Betsy Weeks and Secretary, Donna Ambiel. 

The minutes of the regular meeting held September 18 and the Special Meet­
ing held Sept. 24 were approved with Scott motioning and Roby seconding. 
All Directors voted in favon~ 

REPORTS FROM IMPROVEMENT DISTRICTS: 

GREE1~ILLE PARK: The county suggested increasing the size of the two 
grant applications we were applying for. The Roberti-Z'berg grant was 
increased to $52,000 and the Regional Competitive grant increased to 
$13,500 to cover fencing, sprinklers and lawn. The volleyball and 
horseshoe areas have been changed from their proposed sites to other 
areas with more space. Boyd Spencer is working on plans for a park sign. 
A committee will be meeting to form plans for the play area. 

The easement papers have been signed by Eleanore Holt and her son, Cliff. 
The signed easement agreement from Louisiana Pacific was received without 
notarization and has been returned. When returned properly signed, John 
Schramel can then have the Board of Supervisors approve the construction 
of the road. Negotiations would then start on getting a bridge and having 
it installed by the National Guard. 

Betty Henley has received a quote of $2,500 to $5,000 to move the Depot 
building. The railroad advised her that a final decision on the Depot 
move will be made within the next two weeks. After discussion it was 
motioned by Basinger with a second by Scott to draft a telegram to the 
railroad stating we would prefer to leave the Depot where it stands and 
that we are willing to upkeep and maintain the building for 20 years. 
This motion was passed unanimously. A notice will also be run in the 
newsp~per ,'requesting all interested persons willing to work on the Depot 
to please apply to help Betty Henley. 

The Historical Grant application is due November 1. 10% matching funds 
of total requested is what is required. Johnstone motioned to apply for 
$95/000~in grant funds for relocation and restoration of the Depot. Roby 
seconded the motion and all Directors voted in favor. Resolution 85-5 is 
needed approving the application. Scott motioned with a second by Roby 
to adopt Resolution No. 85-5. Vote passed unanimously. 

The R.O.P. kids are available for community work which includes construc­
tion. We may want to consider them for the upstairs remodeling.

FIRE: Hamblin spoke of rece~v~ng 1985-86 Augmentation funds in the 
amount of $11,500. $6,500 will be for maintenance and operation of 
equ~pment and insurance in Zone A. $5,000 will be for fire hoses, 
nozzels and miscellaneous equipment for the newly purchased fire truck. 
There is going to be a Fire Chief meeting to discuss pooling the Aug­
mentation money into one general fund which would benefit us in the 
long run. The need to place an age limit on firemen was discussed. 

The department had two kindergarten classes visit recently and they 
seemed to love their trip. The need for a Weed Abatement District.:was 
discussed, which would oversee the elimination of weeded areas on pri­
vate lands that are fire hazards. 

SANITARY: Pond #1 is still drying out but is not ready for ripping yet. 
Duck hunting is still occurring at the ponds as Jim found a couple of 
ducks in the ponds. Due to liabilit~ sigmstating no hunting are needed. 
Pete Neer tore out part of the beaver dam but it has been rebuilt. 

LIGHTS: A Hot Springs Road light is out and needs to be reported. Hamblin 
to get the pole number. 

BUSINESS MAi~GER: Nothing to report this month. 

OLD BUSINESS: None 

~EW BUSINESS: John Schramel has received a Grant Application for complex 
stream restoration for funds up to $20,000. These monies would be avail­
able to clean up erosion and beaver problems. After discussion a motion 
was made by Basinger with a second by Scott to pursue the application. 
All Directors voted in favor. 

A possible RV Park was discussed by taking over the USFS campground by 
Special Use Permit. A motion was made by Scott to pursue verbal comm­
unications to see if fesible with Mike Wickman. Director,Johnstone 
seconded the motion with Dunham and Basinger voting yes and Roby abstained. 
Motion passed. 

All Directors voted in favor to pay all claims as posted on the attached 
copy. 

This part of the meeting was closed at 9:21 p.m. by President, Dunham.

MINUTES---REGULAR MEETING---BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

.November _,20, 1985 

The Board of Directors of the Greenville Community Services District met 
in regular session on November 20, 1985 ~t 7:30 p.~. at its regu~ar meet­
ing place in Greenville, pursuant to not1ce duly g1ven as prescr1bed by 
law. 

The meeting was called to order by President, Don Dunham at 7:33 p.m. 
The roll was called with Directors Basinger, Johnstone and Roby present. 
Absent was Director Scott. Also present were Anthea Smith, Ross Posch, 
Betty Henley, Don Heyerly, Jim Hamblin, Supervisor John Schramel, Paul 
and Shirley Peete 

The minutes of the regular meeting held October 16, 1985 were approved 
with Roby motioning and Johnstone seconding. All Directors voted in 
favor. 

REPORTS FROM IMPROVEMENT DISTRICTS: 

GREENVILLE PARK: The Holt and Louisiana Pacific easements both have 
been recorded with the county. The Board of Supervisors have passed a 
resolution taking the park road into the County road system. At last 
the access problem to the park has been solved. John Schramel indicated 
they can't get the Nelson Creek bridge for the park but are looking into 
the Shoofly bridge. The county could put a deck on it. 

With final access paperwork being sent in we have received word that our 
grant applications are complete. A committee has formulated ideas for 
the play structure and plans have been drawn up by Marsha Roby. 

Joe Basinger requested a monthly report from the Commission on the Park·'f; 
financial state. Bud Bosworth hasn't totally ruled out starting the block 
work at the restroom site this year, although the weather conditions look 
unfavorable. 

FIRE: Hamblin reported Tom Hunter has indicated the dept. could build 
storage cabinets in the downstairs meeting room. A new toilet was in­
stalled by the firemen in the office restroom. Lavonne Santos had a 
fire in her home in Zone A which she was able to put out herself. There 
was a water problem on Nov. 11 which cut the water supply to town. Six 
firemen have been shown how to bypass the §ystem in the event it should 
happen again. 

Hamblin brought up the subject of splitting his wages 50/50 between Fire 
and Sanitary. After discussion a motion was made by Johnstone and second­
ed ~y Basinger to pay. $500 per month from Fire and $500 per month from 
San1tary funds effect1ve December 1, 1985. All Directors voted in favor. 

SANITARY: Pond #1 is too wet to rip this year. Hamblin indicated Pete 
Neer is too busy to trap the beavers and said he will ask the Kingdon's 
if they can do it.

SANITARY: (Continued) Paul and Shirley Peet approached the Board about 
annexation next spring to the sewer system on their property by North 
Canyon Creek. It was pointed out to them that 'the line is owned by the 
Services District but in 1976 a pay back agreement had been drawn up by 
the individuals in that area for future annexations. Out of the original 
group Dick Strecker and Tom Jernigan are the only ones remaining. It will 
be necessary to notify all property owners who touch their property and 
inquire as to whether they want to annex at the same time. All new annexa­
tion costs, in this case including engineering, would have to be paid by 
them. A septic tank with a holding tank instead of a leach field is what 
was suggested as a more troUble free system. A motion was made by Roby 
with a second by Basinger to approve the Peet's of pursuing annexation 
and to pay all fees required. This motion passed unanimously. 

The R.O.P. kids are available to construct a storage building for Fire and 
Sanitary district. Hamblin to look into approximate ,2.4 • X 30 ' building. 
It was suggested the Park Commission look into the park plan to see if 
there is room for it on the park property. 

LIGHTS: Nothing to report this month. 

BUSINESS MANAGER: Citizens Utilities has notified us about discontinuing 
phone rentals in January, 1988. Currently we pay $8.45 per month to rent 
the office phone. Ambiel to look into the cost to purchase. 

Charlie Scott sUbmitted a letter stating he was honored to have served on 
the Board of Directors for 10 years and wished the Board of Directors good 
luck for their upcoming years. 

Anthea Smith, Ross Posch and Don Dunham have been appointed the new 
Directors by the Board of Supervisors Nov. 19, 1985. They are to take 
office after the last Friday in November. 

OLD BUSINESS: Ken Roby discussed the Stream Restoration grant he has been 
working on. Options were discussed as a loose rock structure, gabions, etc. 
to trap sediment. This improvement would help the sewer ponds and the park 
erosion problem. Plumas county is a demonstration county. Schramel sug­
gested asking for $20,000 for the project. A motion was made by Roby with 
a second by Johnstone to adopt Resolution 85-6 approving the application 
for grant funds under the Department of Water,_Resources Program for stream 
restoration of Wolf Creek. Motion passed unanimously. 

Betty Henley discussed the historical grant application for the Depot bldg. 
Union Pacific has implied the depot still has to be moved. The Park and 
Recreation office of Historical Preservation will determine if the depot 
will qualify for the National Register if it has to be moved. The depot 
must meet the National Historical Register requirements to be eligible for 
the Historical grant. 

The district take-over of the campground, horseshoe pits and riding arena 
was brought up. A take-over by the district could take years but would be 
an economic benefit to the town. If the dist~ict could administer, we 
could upgrade the water and run sewer lines out there for use as an RV 
park. Grant monies for improvements is available if you control the prop­
erty. A motion was made by Johnstone with a second by Basinger to have a 
two person committee meet with Mike Wickman and John Schramel to discuss 
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OLD BUSINESS: (Continued) the acquisi t ion. Johnstone , Basinger and 
Dunham voted yes . Roby absta i ned . Motion passed. 

NEW BUS I NESS : None 

Basinger motioned to pay all cla ims as posted on the attached copy. 
Johnstone seconded the motion with all Dire ctors voting i n favor. 

This part of t h e meeting was closed at 10:30 p.m. by Pr esident , Dunham. 

Executive Session - November 20 , 1985 - 10:35 p.m. 

Chairman Dunham emphasized that the thrust of this meeting is personnel­
oriented. Donna Ambi e l ' s request for an i ncr ease on her secretarial hours 
went into long discussion . Employee benefits were d iscussed. Back to 
r egular session at 11:15 p.m. 

NEW BUSINESS: A motion was made by Johnstone to increase Aniliiel ' s $7 .00 
per hour r ate to $7 .50. Roby seconded the motion . Vote was taken with 
Johnstone and Roby voting yes to increase and Dunham and Basinger voted 
no to the i ncr ease. Motion d i d not pass. A question concerning why no 
socia l security deductions are taken for employees of the district came 
up. Ambi e l to write to the c ounty and find out why this is. 

The meeting was adjourned at 11 : 33 p.m.

The Board of Directors of the Greenville Community Services District 
met in regular session on December 18, 1985 at 7:30 p.m. at its regu­
lar meeting place in Greenville, pursuant to notice duly given as pre­
scribed by law. 

The meeting was called to order by President, Don Dunham at 7:35 p.m. 
The roll was called with Directors Basinger, Roby and Anthea Smith 
present. Absent was Ross Posch. Also present were Betty Henley, Jim 
Hamblin, Ross Johnstone, Betsy.Weeks and Secretary, Donna Ambiel. 

The minutes of the regular meeting held November 20, 1985 were approved 
with Basinger motiong;ng and Roby seconding the motion. All Directors 
voted in favor. 

REPORTS FROM IMPROVEMENT DISTRICTS: 

GREENVILLE PARK: There was no Park Commission Report this month. 
Betty Henley asked if we knew there were workers available through 
the Workfare program from the County jail. 

Betty Henley attended the State Historical Resources Commission meeting 
held in Sacramento on December 3, 1985 concerning the Greenville Depot. 
The Commission denied the Services District's appeal for designating 
the Depot as a National Register eligible property. The Depot has to 
be 11 ft. 7 inches from the railroad track. There is going to be a 
meeting in Quincy at the library on 12-30-85 at 1:00 p.m. concerning 
block grants. Betty also prepared a paper concerning running a steam 
engine tourist train between Greenville and Portola. 

FIRE: Hamblin spoke of the fire office remodeling and presented a 
floor plan. The R.O.P. kids are scheduled to start on January 6, 1986 
and includes plumbing, painting, wall removal and replacement of ano·ther 
wall. The firemen are willing to help on items the kids can't do. 
The hallway needs better lighting and it was suggested perhaps the 
hallway ceiling could be painted a lighter color. Jim also presented 
a drawing of the proposed storage cabinets and bar for the downstairs 
meeting room. 

Three new telephones have been ordered for a total of $270 from the 
Phone Doctors which will feature automatic redialing. The firemen to 
install the phone jacks necessary to save money. Woody Hovland has 
given us an estimate of $65 to paint the fireproof file cabinet. At 
that price it was decided to go for it. The Fire Dept. will burn the 
old Catholic church before April 1, 1986. The firemen will host an 
open house on New Years Eve from 4:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.

The Stream Restoration Program grant has been completeQ,. mailed out 
and receive d in Sacramento. Community group letters of support are 
needed. Roby and Ambiel to write up. Henley to contact the AARP and 
Grange for their l etters. Dunham to contact Fish & Game and Chamber. 

A motion was made by Roby with a second by Anthea Smith to contact the 
Plumas County Restoration Conservation District about the Wolf Creek 
Restoration as they have $2,000 available for help. This motion passed 
unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS: Since Charlie Scott ' s term as Director has ende d we have 
a need for a new Vice President of the Board of Directors. Smith made 
a motion to elect Ke n Roby. The motion was seconded by Basinger. Dunham, 
Smith and Basinger voted yes. Roby abstained. Motion passed. 

Roby motioned to pay all claims as posted on the attached copy. Basinger 
seconded the motion with all Directors voting in favor.
