District met in regular session on August 21, 1991 at their

regular meeting place in Greenville, pursuant to notice duly

given as prescribed by law. .

call to Order, Roll call:

The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Board

President, ©Don Dunham. The roll was called by the

secretary, with Directors Basinger, Hamilton, Henley and

Dunham present. Director Posch was absent. Also present

was Jim Hamblin, General Manager, and secretary, 8renda Lal.

Public Comment Opportunity:

There was no public comment at this meetirg.

General Manager’s Report:

1) Hamblin reported that the public meeting on proposed
depot use is set for Wednesday, September 18, 1991 at
2.7:30 p.m. The Town Hall is reserved for this meeting.

The regular meeting for that date was changed from
7:30 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. so as to be through with regular
business prior to the Town Hall meeting. This change
was made in a motion by Basinger, seconded by Henley,
with all voting aye. The time change is only for this
meeting.

2) Hamblin said that the broken windows at the depot will
be fixed soon. The depot has been broken into four or
five times.

Fire Department:

1) The July 20th windstorm caused downed power lines to
start a fire near the home of MaryAnn Bienhoff along
North Valley Road.

2) Training has started for the men who have volunteered
to be on the rescue crew. The training is going well.

3) Hamblin teld the Board the time has come to get a rescue
vehicle. A motion was made by Basinger and seconded by
Hamilton, to authorize Hamblin to purchase a vehicle up
to $7,500. All voted aye and the motion carried.

sanitation:

1) Hamblin tcld the Board that the State 1s now rvequiring a
monthly report on the sewer pond levels, and that this
information has been put into the computer, and we will
be entering the readings and printing out a form to the
State each month.

Lighting:

1) Hamblin reported that P. G. & E. has changed every light
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in our street light system.

Park:

Hamblin reported to the Board that he has the playground
equipment specs for the bid package. They will be put
in the paper right away.

Signs for the park are to be completed over the winter,
and then posted in the spring. The specifics of the
signs will be discussed and finalized by the end of the

for the purpose of selecting specific sites to confine
mining, historical agricultural and logging equipment.

REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
SEPTEMBER 17, 1991

The Board of Directors of the Greenville Community Services

District met in regular session on September 17, 1991,
pursuant to notice duly given as prescribed by law. They
met in the Town Hall at 7:00 p.m. A public meeting had been
scheduled in the Town Hall at 7:30 p.m. for the purpose of
gathering public input as to what uses the depot at the park
might be put to.

Call to Order, Roll call:

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by the
Chairman, Don Dunham. The roll was called by the secretary,
showing Directors Basinger, Henley and Posch to be present,
in addftion to Dunham. Also present was Jim Hamblin, John

Redd, Mark Delizio, and Brenda Lal.

Approval of Minutes:

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved in a
motion by Basinger, which was seconded by Henley, with all
voting aye, and the motion carrying.

Public Comment Opportunity: There was no public comment.

General Manager’s Report:

1) Hamblin told the Board he has been asked to serve on.
an advisory board at the Indian Valley Hospital. aAfter some
discussion, the Board told Hamblin to use his own Jjudgment
as to whether or not he should serve on the Board, and if he

has the time to do so.
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Fire Department:

1) On October 2, 1991, Hamblin, Bob Murray and Levi Kemp
will travel to look at some emergency vehicles.

2) At the augmentation hearings, Hamblin got a commitment
of $6,500 for Zone A, and $15,000 for the Fire Department.
3) There have been three calls for the Rescue Unit since
the last meeting; one to an accident on the Crescent grade,
one to the scene of a logging truck accident in Genessee,
and one to assist at the scene of a fight.

4) A _motion was made by Posch, seconded by Basinger, to
raise the amount Hamblin can spend on the emergency vehicle

to $10,000. All voted aye and the motion carried.

Sanitary District: There was no news this month.

Campground:

The water has been turned off, the restrooms closed, and
Heard’s supervision ended on 09/15/91. A report on the
campground for this year is attached.

Lighting:

Pole #259 on Hot Springs Road is staying on all the time,
Director Posch reports. Hamblin will take care of this.
Park:

1) Henley and Hamblin have met at the park and established
the area that the old equipment is to be confined in, and a
letter is to be sent to John Redd clearly defining the area.
2) Work 1is progressing on the bid package for the
installation of the playground equipment, bleachers, dugout

and horseshoe pits at the park.
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3) Hamblin is finalizing plans to install power for the
motion lights, alarm, etc., at the park.

New Business: There was none.

0ld Business: Basinger asked what progress has been made on
getting the motion lights installed at the Miller Warehouse
Building. Hamblin responded that he is working on getting
the power to the area.

Allowance of Claims:

The months claims were approved for payment in the form of a
motion by Posch, which was seconded by Henley, with all
voting aye and the motion carrying.

Open Meeting. Public Comment:

At 7:30 p.m., with regular business concluded, the meeting
was opened up for public comment. As posted, this portion
of the meeting was for the purpose of getting public input
as to what uses the depot at the park can be put to.
Members of the community who were present were (in addition
to Mark Delizio and John Redd previously noted) were Robert
Mead, Culley Cullen, Nancy Lund and Betsy Schramel. After
much discussion, it was decided to have the Building Dept.
come and check it out so we can be sure of what needs to be
done and what recommendations they might have to bring it up
to necessary standards. A_motion was made by Henley,
seconded by Posch, to form an advisory committee. All voted
aye. Culley Cullen and Mark Delizio volunteered to be on
that committee. Henley and Posch agreed to meet with these

two and the Building Department.

Adjournment: With no further business to discuss, the

meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.

The Board of Directors of the Greenville Community Services
District met in regular session on Wednesday, October 18,
1991, at their regular meeting place in Greenville, pursuant
to notice duly given as prescribed by law.

Call to Order., Roll Call: The meeting was called to order

nnnnnn

by Board President, Don Dunham, at 7:30 p.m. The secretary
called the roll. Directors Basinger, Hamilton, and Henley
were present in addition to Dunham. Also present was Jim
Hamblin and Brenda Lal. Director Posch was absent.

Approval of Minutes: The minutes of the previous meeting

were approved in a motion by Henley, which was seconded by
Basinger, with all Directors voting ave.

General Manager’s Report: Hamblin told the Board that we

have a community service worker who has four hundred hours
to do. That worker is presently being used at the park for
work on the picnic tables. So far he has worked out
satisfactorily, and Hamblin plans to keep him busy as long
as the good weather holds.

Fire Department:

1) Hamblin reported that he and Levi Kemp went to look at
the State surplus emergency vehicles and discovered that
they have been strippéd of the smog equipment, so he decided
not to pursue getting one of these vehicles at this time.

There had been some indication that in the near future a
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waiver might be available, or they might be junked, thereby
giving us a chance at one.

2) ‘ There was a fire of suspicious origin at the
Greenville High School on October 9, 1991. Arson is
definitely suspected, and the State Arson Investigator is
working on the case.

3) Our emergency crew was called out on October 6, 1991
to an accident near Soda Rock on Hway 89. Our men assisted
the ambulance crew.

4) Hamblin told the Board that he had spent the entire
day of October 7, 1991 at the Greenville Elementary School

presenting a program about fire safety to the students.

5) On October 14, 1991 Hamblin went to Indian Valley
Hospital for a fire extinguisher demonstration, and to talk
to the hospital personnel about how to use them, the
locations, types, etc. Hamblin had each person demonstrate
that they knew how to use one properly by having them help
put out a small fire made for the purpose of the

demonstration (was done in a bucket).

6) One of our fire trucks will drive Santa to Greenville
Elementary School once again this year. Santa will pass out
candy and other treats provided by the Masonic Lodge.

7) There have been some changes in the roster of the
department. We have dropped one man, Rance Lewis. We have
added one man, Cliff Clemons.

Sanitation: No news this month, everything flowing along.
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Lighting: Hamblin told the Board that the light mentioned
at last month’s meeting (Hot Springs Road - -~ stayed on all
the time) has been reported to P. G. & E. He will drive
down there and check it out to be sure it’s going off at the

proper time.

Park:
1) Henley told the Board that the Soroptomists want to
donate two trees to be planted at the park. After some

discussion it was decided to make some inquiries as to the
cost of two nice trees (such as Quaken Aspen, Honey Locust
or some other variety with pretty fall color) and then relay
that information to the Soroptomists for their approval.

2) Hamblin reported that no one has responded to the
"Notice to Bidders" we have had in the Indian Valley Record
for the past two weeks, for the installation of the
playground equipment, bleachers, dugout and horseshoe pits
at the park. Therefore, we will now go to force account.

3) Hamblin says that joe Knadler has advised him to use
conduit that is 4" for the power and 1 1/2" for the
telephone and cable TV. Harold Brown will dig the ditch at
the same time he does the work for the playground equipment.
4) Johnny McMuilen will haul gravel to the site for the
steam donkey. Once it is in place we will send a letter to
John Redd regarding the area the Board wants the equipment
confined to.

5) Harold Brown 1is working with the County Health

Department on the perc test sites at the campground and
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park.

6) Basinger asked when the sign at the park will be put
up. After discussion it was decided to finalize the wording
for the campground and park signs during the winter and have
them ready to put up when spring arrives. This should be
addressed at the January or February meeting so there will
be ample time to complete the signs before the season
begins.

7) There was a discussion on the placement of the picnic
tables at the park, and the need to permanently locate them.
It was decided to adjourn this meeting until Tuesday,
October 22, 1991 at 4:00 p.m. at the park, for the purpose
of having the Directors on site to make the decision on
table placement. A motion was made by Basinger to have the
tables located permanently by using cement to hold the legs
in place where they are intended to stay. Henley seconded
the motion. All Directors voted aye and the motion carried.

New Business: Hamblin reported that there will be a benefit

golf tournament for the equipment fund (for the emergency
crew). Details forthcoming.

0ld Business: Basinger asked how plans for having a septic

system at the park are coming along, citing the need for a
caretaker being at the park around the clock. Hamblin
explained the need for a perc test first, and that this
process begins next week, but that the test won’t be

complete until next spring.
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Allowance of Claims: This month’s claims were approved in a

motion by Basinger, which was seconded by Hamilton, with all
voting aye and the motion carrying. See the attached copy
for details on the monthly claims.

AdJjournment: This meeting adjourned until 4:00 p.m. at the

park, on 10/22/91.

10/22/91: As planned, Jim Hamblin met with the Directors
present at the park. The locations of the picnic tables
were agreed upon, and the work will be done as soon as
possible. With no further Dbusiness, the meeting was
adjourned, with the Board planning to meet again for the
next regular meeting on November 20, 1991 at 6:00 p.m. (this
will be the first meeting on our winter schedule).

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NOVEMBER 20, 1991 REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The Boardbof Directors of the Greenville Community Services
District met in regular session on November 20, 1991, at
their regular meeting place in Greenville, pursuant to
notice duly given as prescribed by law.

Call to Order., Roll call: At 6:00 p.m. Board President

Dunham called the meeting to order. The secretary called
the rvoll, with all Directors being present. Also present
was Jim Hamblin, General Manager., and Brenda Lal, secretary.
Mark Delizio arrived at 7:30 p.m.

General Manager’s Report: Hamblin read the appropriation

limit correspondence from the Auditor, and in a motion by
Posch passed a resolution adopting 91-01, which: sets our
appropriation limit at $264,291. The motion was seconded by
Hamilton, with all voting aye and the motion carrying.

2) We have received a dividend check from the State
Compensation Insurance Fund for $267.00.

3) After reviewing correspondence from our insurance
company, the Board established a policy set forth in a
motion by Basinger, that effective immediately, any driver
designated by our carrier as an insurance risk will be
prohibited from driving any Greenville Community Services
vehicles. The motion was seconded by Henley, all voted aye

and the motion carried.
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4) On October 24, 1991, there was a fire at John Redd’s
home in Hunt’s Canyon. Eighteen men from our own department
responded, as well as the U. S. Forest Service and Crescent
Mills. It was a mobile home fire, and the estimated loss is
put at $30,000.

5) Hamblin is applying for a matching funds grant from the
California Division of Forestry, more details on this later.
6) Hamblin reported that there are two new firemen, Mike
Holcomb and Bob Stone. He feels both will be an asset to
the department.

7) Hamblin told the Board he needs 5 more pagers at
approximately $375 each, and 2 new turn out sets and boots.
This request was granted in a motion by Basinger, seconded
by Posch, with all voting aye and the motion carrying.

8) The Culpepper and Merriweather Circus will be coming in
May for a Fire Department fund raiser. The last time they
came was a successful fund raiser.

Sanitation: No news this month.

Lighting District: No news this month.
Park: Hamblin reported to the Board that Harold Brown has
started the perc test process, which will be completed in
the spring.

2) It was decided to wait until spring to plant the

replacement tfees at the park, as it 1is getting too cold

now. We will be able to get a 20% discount on the trees.
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3) After discussion, it was decided to put plastic on the
depot }oof for now, and to make a permanent roof our first
priority. Henley will check into whether or not a tin roof
would Jjeopardize the historical integrity of the building.
Hopefully it will not, as all agree tin would be best.

4) Hamblin is to contact Hap Manit of the Portola Railroad
Museum and Lydia Sheehan of the Quincy Museum, to ask for
ideas‘of where to get money to work on the depot.

New Business: None.

0ld Business: The Chamber has changed the regular Christmas

routine a bit this year. Instead of going to the Elementary
School, Santa will be driven to the site of the Community
Christmas tree this year, the Mountain Circle on Hway 89, in
a fire truck.

2) Hamblin is to get the Christmas decorations from the
Chamber (they stored them for us last year) and the Fire
Department will get them hung right after Thanksgiving.

3) The annual Christmas party will be right after the
December meeting, which will be held the 18th at 6:00 p.m.
It was decided to play the "gift game" again, with anyone
wanting to participate bringing a $10.00 gift for the game.
There will be a potluck dinner following the meeting, and
the secretary will be calling the Directors and their
spouses to make up the menu.

Allowance of Claims: The claims were approved in a motion

by Posch, seconded by Henley, with all voting avye. See the

attached copy for details of this month’s claims.
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Joe Basinger: Outgoing Director Joe Basinger, was asked to

step forward to accept an engraved plaque clock. The
engraved words thanked him for his years of dedicated
service to the Greenville Community Services District.
